If any candidate among a slate of candidates for an open position does not receive a majority vote after two ballots by the House of Delegates, on all subsequent ballots the candidate receiving the lowest number of votes will be eliminated.

Article X: Officers and Trustees: Term of Office, Vacancy in Office, Failure to Perform Duties Section 1: Term of Office 
A. The term of office for President, Vice President and Immediate Past President shall be one year or until successors are elected. If there are no successors to one or more of the offices of President, Vice President, or Immediate Past President, the House of Delegates may authorize the current President, Vice President, or Immediate Past President for whom there is no successor to serve one additional AAMA year.
